In the name of God Amen I Mary Wilcox of Ronton in ye County of Stafford Widow being weak of body but of perfect & disposing mind & memory praised be God Do make & declare this my last  will & testament in manner following (That is to say) First I recomend my Soul into ye hands of almightly God Trusting thro' ye meritts death & passion of my Saviour Jesus Christ to have full & free pardon forgiveness of my Sins to Inherit Everlasting Life and my body I Comitt to ye Earth to be decently buried ay ye discretion of my Executrix herafter named and as touching ye disposition of all such worldly Esatte God hath blessed me withall I give devise & dispose thereof as followeth and first I will that all my Debts & Funerall expences be paid & discharged Item I give & bequeath to my Son in Law Thomas Willington one Guinea & to my Daughter Margrett Willington one Guinea to be paid them by my Executrix at six months after my Decease Item I give & bequeath unto my Grandson William Willington Son of ye sd Thomas Willington & Margrett ye sume of Five Guineas & to my Grandson Walter Brindley I give ye like sume of Five Guineas both w'ch last mentioned legacyes I do hereby order to be paid them when they shall sev'ally attain the age of one & Twenty years Item I Give & Devise unto my Daughter Mary Brindley & her heirs all & Singular my Messuages, Lands & Tenements & Heriditaments with their & every of their appurtennaces Scittuate lyeing and being in ye Townships & p'ishes of Ronton Haughton & Elllenhall & every of them or elsewhere in ye s'd County of Stafford & all my Estate right title & Interest of & into ye Same To hold ye same unto & to ye use of my s'd Daughter Mary Brindley & her heirs & assignes for ever. Item I further give & bequeath unto my said Daughter Mary Brindley her Execs & assigns all my Leasehold Estate title and Interest of & in one Messuage or Tenem't Scituate lyeing & being in ye County of Chester now in ye holding of one Thomas Powner or his undertennants and I also give and bequeath unto my sd Daughter Mary Brindley all ye rest & residue of my Personal Estate goods & Chattells whereof I shall Dye possessed or Interested in or Intitled unto in what place or places soever ye same shall be found to hold ye same to ye use of her & her Exec's & assigns for ever and Lastly I do hereby nominate & appoint my said Daughter Mary Brindley Sole Executrix of this my Will herebey revoking all former will & wills by me at any time heretofore made In witness whreof I have hereunto set my hand & seal ye fifth day of December in ye fifth year of ye Reign of our Sov'aigne Lord King George of Great Brittain in yr Anno Dom 1718: Siged Sealed & Published by ye S6d Testarix in ye P'sence of us who have herunto Subscribed our names in ye p'sence & at ye request of ye s'd Testatrix.
